Laurelville couple survives quake

LOGAN When
Laurelville residents Vanessa
Ogg and her husband Randy
planned a mission trip to Haiti,
they had no idea they would
find themselves immersed in
one of the worst natural disas-
ters the Caribbean country has
ever seen.

‘It was like standing on a surfboard in the water’

After surviving the initial
disaster and watching a cof-
feepot shake to signal the many
aftershocks, they returned
home last weekend.

“It was just crazy,” Vanessa
said. “We were just in shock.
It’s good to be home.”

When last week’s magni-
tude-7.0 quake struck, she was

in the mission compound
where she and several other
members of the Mission
Possible Team were staying,
approximately 60 miles north
of Port-au-Prince.

“We were fixing the meal
for dinner when the building
started to sway,” she said “It
was like standing on a surf-

board in the water. It didn’t
shake as much as it swayed.”
Luckily, the mission com-
pound withstood the quake,
along with numerous after-
shocks that filled the evening.
“The building was made all
of concrete and there was no
damage whatsoever. In Haiti,
there is no infrastructure, and

what buildings they do put up
has a little rebar in it but not
enough to support them.”

Just a few miles away, her
husband Randy was construct-
ing an upper level for addition-
al classroom space at a voca-
tional school when the quake
struck.

“l was at the compound
where we stay and my husband

Product expansion to add 70 jobs

Announcement

DuPont officials confirmed
Monday that the company will
invest $175 million in its
Circleville plant to complete
the expansion of its high-per-
formance Tedlar film produc-
tion line.

The new line, expected to
be operational by September
2011, will employ at least 230
construction workers at the
peak of construction and will
bring at least 70 new full-time
jobs to the Circleville produc-
tion facility, according to Tony
Eichstadt, plant manager.

“We are absolutely elated
to have this investment coming
into our plant and our commu-
nity,” Eichstadt said. “The sup-

port we have received from
local officials, state officials
and federal officials has made
this day a reality for our
plant.”

Eichstadt was joined at a
press conference Monday by
Gov. Ted Strickland to make
the official announcement,

which comes on the heels of a
$50.7 million stimulus tax
credit for the company
announced Jan. 8.

“We in Ohio value this
great company,” Strickland
said.

home of new green energy and
green jobs for our state.”

Not only will the move cre-
ate new jobs for Pickaway
County, Strickland said, but it
also guarantees the retention of
444 additional jobs in advanced
energy manufacturing at
DuPont’s Circleville plant.

The announcement also was
shared by state officials
Congressman Steve Austria,
Sen. John Carey, Sen. Tim
Schaffer, Rep. Dan Dodd and
Lisa Patt-McDaniel, director of
the Ohio Department of
Development, along with
Glenn Reeser, Pickaway
County Commissioner, Sheriff
Dwight Radcliff and Chuck
Taylor, Circleville mayor.

“This is a wonderful thing
for Pickaway County right now
to have this investment come
here,” Taylor said. “It couldn’t
happen at a better time in
Circleville history, in my opin-
ion.”

The $175 million local
investment is in addition to a
$120 million  investment
announced in August for raw
materials used to make the
Tedlar film, bringing the total
commitment of the two phases
to $295 million for DuPont.

ed film serves as the critical
component of photovoltaic
backsheets, providing long-
term durability and perfor-
mance for photovoltaic mod-
ules in all-weather conditions,
according to DuPont.

Tedlar enables solar mod-
ules to achieve long-life perfor-
mance, providing a long-term
sustainable energy source for
the marketplace and resulting
in larger investment returns in
solar energy projects and a
lower cost of solar electricity to
consumers.

The new production line
will utilize space and retrofitted
equipment from the DuPont

Eichstadt said the majority
of the job loss was cushioned
through retirements and by
moving full-time DuPont
employees temporarily into
contract positions at the plant.

Reeser said he hopes this is
the first of many signs of eco-
nomic recovery for Pickaway
County.

“l don’t think the last 10
years have been very kind to
Pickaway County,” he said.
“We’ve lost thousands of good-
paying jobs locally, and I'm
hoping this will be a bench-
mark to turning things around
in our area. It’s a real vote of
confidence for Tony and his
team down there that the head-
quarters of DuPont are willing
to invest this kind of money.
You don’t invest that much
unless you’re committed to this
location.”

While the new job creation
will basically even out the ones
lost last January at the plant, the
additional construction jobs
over the next 19 months and job
retention at the plant are a very
good sign, Reeser said.
